THE COURSE:
Latin 102 is the second half of a two term Elementary Latin course designed to teach the basics of Latin grammar to those who have not previously studied the language or who may have forgotten what Latin they once knew. Latin 102 provides a systematic introduction to more complex aspects of Latin grammar. After Latin 101 and its introduction to the Latin noun and verb systems (five declensions and four conjugations), Latin 102 examines verb forms such as participles and the subjunctive mood. Latin 102 aims to complete grammar materials presented in Wheelock’s Latin in order to provide students with a solid foundation in Latin syntax, morphology, and vocabulary. The study of Latin grammar will enable students to fully master English grammar and understand the differences between inflected and uninflected languages. By the end of the semester students who successfully complete both parts of the course will have acquired a sufficient capability in the language in order to: 1) take intermediate-level Latin courses at most colleges and universities (Latin 203 and 204 are offered at Rutgers); 2) read easy authors more or less independently.

2. Learn how to diagram a Latin sentence 
3. Compare and contrast an inflected language like Latin to English and strengthen grasp of English grammar
4. Master basic Latin vocabulary

Homework will be assigned at the end of every class based upon what we have accomplished in that class.

QUIZZES AND EXAMS:
There will be a short vocabulary quiz every Monday and a short grammar quiz every Thursday.  Quizzes missed due to an unexcused absence cannot be made up. During the first three weeks, quizzes will be pass/fail. 

Two hour-long exams are scheduled for February 18th and March 24th respectively. 

The final examination (date TBD), like the hour-long tests, will be cumulative; that is, each will be designed to cover all the material presented in the course to date.
