kerkiv": shuttle, staff or rod to make the web close and to divide the warp

xaivnw: to separate and align fibers by combing or some other means, card

xavnth": carder

pilovw: felt

povko": fleece

spavqh: staff or rod to make the web close

spei'ron: sheet

sfovndulo": spindle whorl

talasiva: wool-spinning

toluvph: ball of wool for spinning

tolupeuvw: fabricate

uJfaivnw: weave

u{fanth": weaver

favro": cloth
