THE COURSE:
Latin 101 provides a systematic introduction to the morphology, syntax, and vocabulary of Latin. Latin 101, along with Latin 102 in the spring, will introduce the complete noun and verb systems (the five declensions and four conjugations) and the fundamental rules of Latin grammar and syntax and provides considerable practice in reading simple Latin prose. In addition, the study of Latin grammar will enable students to fully master English grammar and understand the differences between inflected and uninflected languages. By the end of the academic year students who successfully complete both parts of the course (Latin 101 and 102) will have acquired a sufficient capability in the language in order to: 1) take intermediate-level Latin courses at most colleges and universities (Latin 203 and 204 are offered at Rutgers); 2) read easy authors more or less independently. 

Course Learning Outcomes:

1. Master basic Latin vocabulary
2. Master basic Latin morphology and syntax
3. Learn how to diagram a Latin sentence 
4. Compare and contrast an inflected language like Latin to English and strengthen grasp of English grammar
